BNS Ranking Overview 
Badminton Nova Scotia rankings are determined by a player’s top three results over 
a 52-week period. Updates are posted within two weeks following each Nova Scotia 
tournament. 

Players earn ranking points based on their final placement in the draw. Events with 
only one match (two players or teams) do not award ranking points. 

In doubles, points are earned individually, so players can accumulate results with 
different partners. Points apply only to the category in which a player competes

Tournament Day Checklist: Be Ready to Play Your Best 

Getting ready for a tournament? A little preparation goes a long way.  

Pack the essentials: multiple rackets, clean court shoes, spare shirts, fresh grips, 
water, healthy snacks, and any personal care items you rely on.  

Aim to arrive 30-60 minutes before your first match. This gives you time to warm up 
properly, get focused, and settle in. After each match, cool down, hydrate, and 
prepare for the next round.  

On court, good etiquette sets the 
tone—arrive promptly when called, 
respect officials’ decisions, and maintain 
positive sportsmanship throughout your 
matches.  

Off court, stay aware of announcements, 
keep your gear organized, and support 
fellow players responsibly. 

💡 Tip: An organized player gives 
themselves the best chance to perform at 
their highest level.
